It is with regret that I announce the conclusion of my
work as Music Director at St. Monica and
St. Lucy Parishes, as of the end of October.

As many of you know, this past year has been full of
great challenges and stresses in the life of my family.
The death of our beloved son Thomas (23 years old)
in June, was followed by the prolonged
hospitalization/rehab of my elderly mother in Chicago.
