Fifth Sunday of Lent — - : ‘
The death and resurrection of Jesus Christ is an event that draws all of creation toward God. When we take part
in the devotion of the Stations of the Cross, traditionally we say, "Because by your holy cross you have
redeemed the world." That means more than just the people of this world; it means all of creation.

As good stewards, we are called to attest to the glory of God in all he has created. Everywhere we look we can
see evidence of his handiwork and have the opportunity to reflect on how he has created the world for our
benefit.
