UPDATES FROM THE PASTOR

Are things changing or staying the
same? Are we opening up progressively or
are we pausing? I'm getting confused.
Irrespective of what the news and powers
that be say week to week, as parishes we
are at least p/lanning to make progress.

One change that | definitely need to
communicate to you is that of the daily
Mass schedule, which you may have heard
during the announcements. Due to the fact
that more people are coming to daily Mass
than Gethsemane Chapel can comfortably
hold with the spacing restrictions, this
week we will restore having daily Mass in
the main churches. Similar to the old
schedule, St. Lucy will host the daily Mass
on Mondays and Tuesdays at 9:00am.

St. Monica will do the same for Thursdays
and Fridays, also at 9:00am. There will be
no daily Mass on Wednesdays or Saturdays,
nor will the daily Masses be video recorded,
which is unfortunate because it worked out
so nicely using the Chapel for that

purpose. Happily, Gethsemane Chapel is
still open for Eucharistic visitation everyday
as before, though the main churches wiill
remain closed, outside of the standard
Mass times. Most of the restrictions that |
mentioned are due to the cleaning
requirements for the churches after any
public worship service.

Lastly, we are still planning some
improvements to our Baptism preparation
program, outreach ministry, and facilities as
necessary, but everything, as | mentioned
earlier, feels paused until we hear of life
being less restricted. Nevertheless, one
thing that we all should be praying for is a
greater sense of openness when school
season arrives. Even though | like my
summers to pass very slowly, that would be
a great way to welcome the fall. God bless.
