| will acknowledge that is a very strange answer, but it certainly sums up how | think the holy
seasons of Advent and Christmas went at our parishes. That's not a small assessment,
particularly when one considers how many large Masses, services, and events we celebrated.
Our Advent Mission at St. Lucy and our Lessons and Carols at St. Monica were successful
collaborative ventures leading up to reverently celebrated mid-week observances of Christmas
and Mary, Mother of God (New Year).

That sentence may read a little underwhelming, but it is not. Put another way, the more we get
our act together year after year, the better we can serve God and neighbor in parishes flourishing
with growth both in holiness and in numbers of worshippers.

That growth is most important in the realm of the sacred, but it still includes the mundane.
Thankfully, we have been “effective” regarding finance and facility improvements, too.

For example, both of our parishes have nearly met their Grand Annual goals, which is

amazing given the time of year. However, let me make this one final reminder regarding

this year’s appeal: while we have been blessed with gifts that fund our facility

improvements, the Grand Annual is still critical for bolstering our operational

revenue during the winter months. $10,000

My final update for the Grand Annual has been made very simple this year,

because both St. Monica and St. Lucy Parishes can fully meet their goals with

additional contributions each of $10,000. That is very achievable, and my hope $5,000
is that if you have not given to this year’'s Grand Annual (at whichever parish

you call home), you will be able to do so now that the additional spending that

comes with these holy-days is behind us. Look for the little thermometer to see 0

how we are doing in the home stretch for the Grand Annual and THANK YOU $

for your support of our great parishes!
